A personal touch has always been what made your beauty salon or spa stand out, right? Self-care is just so intimate that
there's no other way around it.

Unfortunately, COVID-19 has rendered the personal touch a literal kiss of death. Well, for normal operations, perhaps, buf it
doesn't have o be so for your business.

But how can a business that relies so much on person fo person contact stay relevant, safe, and somewhat profitable during
this time? Here are some strategies that might help:

You already have an existing relationship with these clients. Make sure you don't
neglect them before you even fry fo reach out fo prospective ones.

Do note that you would need to be sensitive about extending the expiry dates of
such coupons, of course. The last thing you want is for a sick customer fo power
through just to atfend their appoiniment and risk infecting your staff and other
customers.

Does your massage
oil have a cult following among your VIP customers? If so, now would be the fime fo
capifalise on that.

So long as you can get a hold of the supply, your existing customers could fill in the
demand, especially if the products you choose to sell could extend the results of their
last treatment (i.e., hair oils or serums) or help replicate a spa experience at home.

Think about the sort of problems your customers are currently grappling with on

their own while your usual services are unavailable. Alternatively, you could reach
out fo them directly on social media fo find out.

Are they worrying about keeping their skin acne-free without their weekly facials?
Do they have frouble sleeping now that they can't have weekly massages to relax
them? Once you figure out a specific pain point, brainstorm about which products
you can bundle to help them out with their home care and make these available for
purchase on your website or social media channels.

Check in with the companies supplying your skincare, haircare, or relaxation
products and see if they offer affiliate links you can earn a percentage from. You
may also want to see if they have tutorial videos or testimonials about these
products so you can market these better on your social media pages.

Check Communities, Forums, and Reddit

Most likely, there are communities centered around your main product. For example, you are selling
music lessons. Try to join communities, forums, and Reddit. And look for hot topics that people are
asking about.

These will be helpful for those looking for answers. And you can get traffic for your website if you
post them on these communities as well.

Write Articles 8 Graders and Above Can Understand

When you write for your website, you don’t need to have a Ph.D. in journalism or English writing.

Ideally, blogs should have a readability score of around 60-70 in the Flesch reading ease score.
Readers with ages 13 to 15 years old should understand what it means. And that makes sense.

Ask yourself. When searching for online content, do you want to read complex words and find
meaning through a dictionary? NO!

You just want something you can understand fast! So if you can write simple English like a teenager
would, you can be a good writer for your blog.

Write Using an Outline

When people read blogs, most usually skim through it and go directly to the information they are
looking for. And it's easier for them to do that when you write using an outline. Just look at these two
examples:

Maintain a connection with
your audience.

The accounts with the best
photos and overall aesthetic tend to attract the most followers.
And the more followers you have, the higher your chances of
converting all those heartsinto $$$'s.

Good photos are a must when promoting your services on
Instagram. You want clear, crisp ones taken at the right angle.
If you're a personal frainer, for instance, put on well-fitting
workout attire, groom your hair, and find a spot with good
lighting before taking photos for your feed.

Sloppy, blurry photos can indicate a sloppy business, and
that's the last thing you want to advertise.

That'’s four posts that add value fo your ideal client, three posts
that should create connections with the same, and two posts
that promote or sell your service.

Why just two? Well, you first need o build a relationship with
your prospects on |G before you can even begin to push your
products onto them.

It also helps fo space out your posts so that the promotional
ones only appear after a couple of value-added or connection
seeking posts. For example, you can have a post showing an
easy everyday fitness routine, another with an inspirational
quote (e.g., “Consistency is key") and asking your followers
for their favorite one, andfinally, a post promoting your own
fitness app or website.

Don't be afraid of sharing your expertise online via tips. They
candraw more followers in and establish you as an authority on
the subject. This way, you'll be the most obvious choice if your
followers need the sort of service you provide.

So, if you're a cleaning service, you can post tips on how to
disinfect homes properly. If you're a bookkeeper or
accountant, you can invite your followers to ask you questions
about any governmentincentives that other businesses can
avail of, Thetrick is to use your expertise to solve a problem or
to answer a question that your ideal customers might have.

Humor too, can make for great content, solongasit's
appropriate for your brand and service.

For your value-added posts, go for small asks. This can
include tagging a friend who needs fo see the posts, sharing
the post, and following your |G account.

Forinstance, you can write things like “Tag a friend who needs
to see this post” as the caption for a before and after photo of a
house cleaning. If you're a filness enthusiast, you can share a
humorous comic about the dangers of dieting and ask your
followers to shareitif they can relate toit, and so on.

These small asks won't just increase your algorithmranking,
they’ll also condition your followers for bigger asks, such as
when you post promotional ads selling your services. (e.g.,
“Download my fitness app foday!,” “ Sign up for our online
tutorial sessions here!," etc).

Reply to comments, dm's, and make sincere, consistent
afttempts to engage with your audience. Whether it's facilitating
adiscussion, inviting them to share their own thoughts,
questions, or opinions on a topic, or providing them with useful
information, do whatever you need to in order fo stay
connected to your audience.

Remember, people rarely ever buy stuff from people they don't
like. This is especially true for those in the
service-based industry foo.



ADVANTAGES AND LIMITATIONS

Online consultations are a convenient way to provide services on-the-go if you're
a healthcare professional, a consultant, or a tutor.

Basically, they're like actual seminars, but online and without the overhead expenses that a traditional gathering
would entail. And the best part is, creating your own webinar isn’t nearly as hard as you think.

Pick an interesting (and relevant) topic.

If you're having trouble picking one, ask yourself the following questions:

€ What are you good at? What would you enjoy teaching or discussing?

& Is there a particular question that your clients or target audience
always asks that you can address in a webinar?

€ What are the most valuable lessons you can impart within an hour?

Promote your webinar online.

You'll need to publicize your webinar as much as you can beforehand so you
can get maximum exposure and participation. A landing page featuring the
topic, featured speakers, date and time, and an action button that allows
people to sign up for the event helps.

If you've got a website, you can display banner ads for your upcoming webinar.
Social media platforms like Facebook and Twitter can really drive people to sign
up, so come up with a good hashtag and put it to use here.

Lastly, send multiple reminders counting down to your webinar to all registered
participants. Don't forget to email them with the direct link on the day itself!

Prepare your equipment a couple hours
before the webinar.

Ideally, you should have another fully-charged laptop with all the
webinar software and materials on it as back-up. Apart from checking
your webcam, microphones, and software, do make sure your
Internet connection is steady as well.

Follow up with the participants afterwards.

Don't neglect this step because it will go a long way towards encouraging your
audience to join your future webinars and perhaps even to avail of your
services later on. A simple thank you email, a short survey about the webinar,
and even an invitation to an upcoming webinar are all good examples of
following up.
